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Using PRINTER.EXE to demonstrate reading STATUS BACK from an MTP-22xx printer

To run the demo program:

1. Double Click on Windows Explorer.

2. Go to the directory where Printer.Exe is located.

3. Double Click on Printer.Exe.

4. Select the printer model from pull down menu. The demo will operate regardless of which printer model is selected.

5. Click on the Options Button.

6. Click on the Print Button.

The printer will print 22 lines of “Telpar makes great printers!”, display the name of the language monitor, and then start Requesting and Displaying the Status from the printer. The STATUS is displayed first as a hexadecimal value and then will be parsed to display the meaning of the status word in English. The status will be updated about every 2 seconds if the printer is idle.

This demo can be running while another application is printing. If this demo attempts to access the printer status while the spooler has the printer tied up for several times in a row, the demo application will display a value of 0hex.

If an error occurs, such as Paper Out, that will suspend printing, the demo application will alternate between reporting the 0hex value for a period of time and then reporting the status for a period of time. The period of time is associated with a Transmission Retry Timer that has a default value of 90 seconds which will seem like an eternity while watching the demo program run. To change the Transmission Retry Timer:

1. Click Start

2. Move the cursor to Settings then to Printers and Click

3. Move the cursor to the appropriate printer then Right Click

4. Click Properties

5. Click the Ports Tab

6. Click the Configure Port Button

7. Set the Transmission Value to a more appropriate value such as 10.

8. Click OK

9. Click Close

10. Click X to terminate setup 
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
